· Travel grant applications will be due on the Friday of 6th week in the Fall and Spring terms with drawings to be held the following Monday of 7th week.

· Travel grant applications will be due on the Friday of 9th week in the Summer Term with the drawing to be held the following Monday of 10th week.

· A total of 11 presenting and 2 attending grants are available in summer.

· A total of 23 presenting and 2 attending grants are available in each of the Fall and Spring semesters.

· Travel grant drawings must be held at either a General Council meeting or an Executive Board meeting to which all representatives must be invited to attend. At either venue, a minimum of 8 GSC members must be in attendance, 6 of which must be E-board members.

· Eligibility for Travel Grants

· For any graduate student to be eligible to receive a travel grant she/he must satisfy the following requirements:

· Applicant's home department must have satisfied the GSC representative attendance requirement as stated below

· Presenting grant applicants must provide copies of acceptance letters. No exceptions are allowed unless GSC E-Board determines extreme circumstances merit an exception.

· Students must not have received a travel grant in either of the two previous Semester drawings.

· Applications must be on time, no exceptions

· Travel grants are for reimbursement of approved travel expenses only.

· Representative attendance requirement

· For Summer and Fall eligibility, any given department must have at least one voting representative present at all but two general council sessions the previous Spring.

· For Spring eligibility, any given department must have at least one voting representative present at all but two general council sessions the previous Fall.
